You’ll be 
able to do that at this excit-
ing new exhibit coming to 
the MN History Center. 

What you are going to see 
began with a new student 
orientation tour to the MN 
History Center by Macales-
ter College students in Fall 
’04. Staff at the Minnesota 
History Center and 
Macalester College saw an 
opportunity to expand the 
shared vision both organi-
zations had to more actively 
engage as a part of the 
community. The students 
saw “Open House” which 
was the story of one house 
and its role within its com-

munity over time. This got 
everyone thinking about 
shared-stories projects that 
would intersect boundaries 
and educate about our local 
environment. What has 
become Right On Lake 
Street began as a grass-
roots history project that is 
expected to empower all of 
us to “do” history. 
 
The connection to Lake 
Street quickly became an 
obvious one because of the 
number of Macalester Col-
lege students, faculty and 
alumni already involved in 
this community, living, 
working and interning here. 
The project really got a 
push following the Fall ’05 
faculty training on urban 
engagement and ’05 
marked the first public re-
sults: an exhibit at the Blue 
Moon and a performance at

flower shop. After a few years, she be-
came the Mercado’s manager and got 
more involved in the Bloom-Cedar-Lake 
node.

employees, the Minnesota foundries 
provided supplies and equipment for the 
Stillwater Prison foundry. Everyone 
benefited. 

 
While the foundry at Stillwater no 
longer operates, Minncor Industries, 
www.minncor.com, contacted Neil re-
cently to discuss the role his business 
and industry could play in the re-entry 
network system. Following a meeting 
and tour of their programs, Neil quickly 
saw the opportunities and even had 
some ideas to conquer the obstacles. 
Neil says, “I really liked what I saw and I 
know how much all areas of manufac-
turing need good help.” 
 
Neil and Minncor’s next step was to 
arrange a similar tour for the Metal 

Casters of MN Association. This was 
step one in marrying employer needs 
with potential employees and the start 
of resolving one of the obstacles, the 
tour provided the manufacturers with an 
understanding of the program. In addi-
tion, everyone gained greater under-
standing of the challenges they would 
face together in making employment 
work. Chief among them are training, 
family crises, financial issues, housing 
needs, and often drug and alcohol 
counseling. Neil Ahlstrom and represen-
tatives from several professional organi-
zations to which his business belongs 
have been meeting over the past 6 
months with Minncor, the MN Dept. of 
Corrections, Hennepin County, RISE, 
the Mpls. Council of Churches, Alterna-
tives to Violence, DEED, Anoka Techni-
cal College, and other partners to fur-
ther develop a network and support 
system for people coming out of prison. 
They have aptly named their group the 
Reentry Resource Network. 

 

In fact, Minncor has a number of job 
development and manufacturing pro-
grams within our correctional facilities, 
including carpentry, sheet metal work-

ing, welding, woodworking, office furni-
ture and tractor assembly and more. 
For many years quality hay wagons 
were produced under the Minncor 
name. Today, many of our larger corpo-
rations competitively subcontract to the 
prison systems for manufacturing. 
 
Smith Foundry and other businesses 
within the metal casting industry need 
more entry-level employees than 
Minncor can provide, which is one rea-
son the program now includes Henne-
pin County and its workhouse facilities 
in Plymouth, Minnesota. These are sta-
ble companies who might very well pro-
vide life-long advancement in this indus-
try. The partnerships that are develop-
ing are leaping another obstacle, the 
fear employers and managers have of 
hiring anyone who’s been incarcerated. 
Every new hire comes with some bag-
gage, at least with Minncor the em-
ployer will know what issues the new 
employee will be facing and there will 
be resources to help both employee 
and employer. Neil says, “I’ve had very 
good success over the years hiring em-
ployees from programs such as this.” 
It’s testimonials like Neil’s that will bring 
other employers to the table with jobs. 
His advice to other employers is “be 
prepared and willing to give people a 
second chance. Who among us hasn’t 
benefited from that in the past?” 
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“Be prepared and willing  
to give people a  
second chance.”

Usted podrá ver un poco de estos 
en la nueva exposición que viene al Cen-
tro de Historia de Minnesota (Minnesota 
History Center). 
 
Lo qué usted va a ver, comenzara  con 
una guía  de  orientación por estudiantes 
de la universidad de Macalaster en el 
otoño del 2004. El personal de la universi-
dad de Macalaster y el Centro de Historia 
de Minnesota vieron la  oportunidad de 
ampliar la visión conjunta que ambas or-
ganizaciones para estar mas activos  y 
tomar parte de la comunidad.

La conexión a  Lake Street se convirtió  
obviamente debido a el número de los 
estudiantes de universidad de Macalester, 
de la facultad y de los alumnos implicados 
ya en esta comunidad, vida, trabajando e 
internando aquí. El proyecto realmente 
consiguió un empuje el verano del 2005  
con el entrenamiento de la facultad  en el 
contrato urbano y '05 marcó los primeros 
resultados públicos, una exhibición en el 
Blue Moon y una función en Cabaret de 
Patrick (Patrick’s Cabaret).
